Working with professional teaching artists, Conservatory students spend the morning studying acting, voice, physical comedy, stage combat, movement, improvisation, text, and more; afternoons are spent in rehearsal, where all the disciplines come together to create a fully-realized, specially-adapted public performance of a Shakespeare play on the final day of the Conservatory. 
All Conservatory participants receive complimentary tickets to all 2011 Cal Shakes productions, with season subscriptions available at half-price for family members.
